   …3 ways to raise money 
 
Use one method or combine them to maximize fundraising opportunities. You 
always keep $10 for each guide sold. Green Zebra even pays the GST for you. 
 
 

Individual Solicitation  
The direct sales approach gets the best results!  Buyers have a chance to see the 
guide firsthand, and are more likely to support the cause because of their 
relationship with the individual selling it. 
 

Green Zebra supplies an envelope and triplicate order form for each seller in your 
group. Once all orders have been taken, your fundraising organizer tallies the order 
form and gives Green Zebra a single cheque (or cash) in the amount of $10 for every 
guide sold. Upon receipt of payment, Green Zebra will deliver enough books to fulfill 
all the orders, so the sellers in your group can deliver them to each of their buyers. 
 
Online 
Use your website or e-newsletter to publicize the Green Zebra fundraiser. Green 
Zebra provides written copy, an image of the guide, and an organization tracking 
code. Buyers are directed to our website…so we do all the work!  Your code ensures 
that each purchase generated will be credited back to your organization. Green 
Zebra fulfills all online purchases directly, charging the buyer a shipping fee to cover 
packaging and postage costs. This makes for a nearly effortless fundraiser, as we 
handle all administration. 
 
Events 
Prior to your event, Green Zebra will supply you with copies of Green Zebra guide 
and our logo for posters, event signs, or other promotional material.  You collect $20 
for each guide sold. Return all unsold guides in clean, undamaged, resalable 
condition, along with a single payment of $10 for each guide purchased.
